The fine grasses will grow to fill any spaces. Aided by over sowing, more desirable species will be introduced into closely mown areas, which will fill any gaps and create a fine, even and dense playing surface]

Finer species will have re-colonised the area, creating a high quality playing surface. The treatment will be repeated over the coming seasons to address other infested areas as part of our ongoing improvements to make our turf look great and play even better]
